NIGHT TROLLEY

The distinctive red and green Town Trolley (dark red line) operates seven nights
a week from 5:40 p.m. to 2 .M. with stops every 20 minutes. Service from Canyon
Lodge to The Village then along Main Street and 0ld Mammoth Road with the
route terminating at Snowcreek Athletic Club.

EVENING HOSPITALITY SHUTTLE

Shop and dine in the evening and ride the complimentary Evening Hospitality
Shuttle, designated as the pink line. The Evening Hospitality Shuttle operates
seven nights a week from 6 r.m. to midnight, departing The Village at Red Line
Stop #18 to the Mammoth Mountain Inn on the hour. The Hospitality Shuttle
departs Mammoth Mountain Inn 15 minutes past the hour, The Village Lodge
and Village/Canyon Blvd. at the bottom of the hour, Juniper Springs Resort at
40 minutes past the hour, and Vons (0ld Mammoth Road and Meridian Blvd.

PURPLE LINE
